     When I was a little girl, Joe, my father had a great flock of sheep. One day a big ram 
jumped through a gap in the fence. He was followed by the other sheep. When the 
ram tumbled into the bottom of an old well where father used to throw rubbish, the 
next sheep never stopped to see what had become of him. He jumped in right after 
the ram, and so did the next one and the next. The sheep kept jumping into the well 
until it was full. Then father pulled them out as best he could. The sheep at the 
bottom of the well were almost smothered to death.
