Every time | preach or teach a Bible Class at Eastside, around
Tasmania, and on the mainland, the people who are present
expect to be able to take the sermon / Bible <class home in the
form of a bound booklet.

This is why sometimes | do not have many items to report to
you about, but I assure you I have put in long  hours
compiling these booklets .

Wherever they go | am regularly told they are wused by men
all around Auwustralia and the world as sermons and Bible classes
by men who have secular employment and find it difficult to
prepare  lessons .

Others order bulk numbers of particular booklets and hand them out
to relatives, friends, and contacts . Others use them as the Dbasis
for their own private study of God's word.
